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It is the policy of Horry-Georgetown Technical College (HGTC) that intellectual property created
by students in the course of study or research at HGTC remains the joint property of the student(s)
and the College. To that end, both students and the College will maintain ownership, broadcast
rights, property rights, patents and copyrights for all materials developed using College property
and materials, and/or in conjunction with student coursework and/or student organization
activities, including video, audio, print and computer-based products.

Any exceptions or requested exceptions to this policy are governed by the stipulations outlined
for Intellectual Property Committee proceedings in the HGTC Procedure on Intellectual Property
for Faculty and Staff (8.10.1.1).
